A STUDENT FAVORITE FROM SIGHTS AND SOUNDS OF CHRISTMAS 
GINGERBREAD PLAYDOUGH 

1 CUP FLOUR 
½ CUP SALT 

2 TSP. CREAM OF TARTER 
1 TBLS. CINNAMON 

2 TSP. GROUND GINGER 
1 TSP. GROUND NUTMEG 
1 TSP. GROUND CLOVES 
2 TBLS VEGETABLE OIL 

1 CUP WATER 
In a medium saucepan whisk together dry ingredients, next mix in the water and oil. Stir until a thick batter is formed. 
Cook the mixture over low/medium heat until a thick dough forms. (As the mixture cooks, it will thicken slowly. It may 
seem like it is clumping - this is normal - just keep stirring. 
 
When it has reached the consistency of play-dough take it out of the pan and drop it onto parchment paper. Let it cool 
slightly so you don’t burn your hands. Knead until smooth 
 
Let it cool completely and store in an airtight container
